	Course Objectives & Outline Syllabus:

· Hands on editing workshop using a couple of video clips (e.g. shot on a smartphone) and edited on Filmora. (Including opening a project, cropping clips, adding video clips together, adding text, inserting images, inserting music or audio, and saving as a finished video for the web)

· Setting up a YouTube channel.
· Getting more views on YouTube.

· SEO for videos on YouTube
· Uploading a video to YouTube and to Facebook and embedding it on your website.

· Sharing images and video across Social Networks.

· Video and image editing tools. 
· Practical tips for a professional looking video.
